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self-giving love until the end.  In this he 
showed us that in defining the meaning of 
life, in 1856 or in our time or at any moment 
in history, giving is just as important as 
having.  
 
The future cohesion of our nation will be not 
built just on our enjoying the fruits of 
economic prosperity, but in ensuring that 
that prosperity is shared in a w
reach fulfilment in life, within the beauty of 
creation which has been given to us as our 
home and in the community of the members 
of our human family. 
 
We thank God for the 
way in which over these 
150 years the Passionist 
communities here in 
Mount Argus and around 
Ireland and ab
touched and changed the 
hearts of so many and 
led them to see in the law 
and the call and the love 
of God the true path to 
life.
